SUMMARY POLICIES FOR NIGHT SCHOOL CLASSES

Registration and Books:   Registration is on a first come, first served basis.  Registration form, fees, and signatures by all parties are mandatory for enrollment.  Books are included as part of the tuition and must be returned at the end of the session.  Students are responsible for damaged or lost textbooks.  Students supply pen/pencil and a “college ruled 80 page, or larger, spiral notebook” for each subject.  Students may not take the final exam without turning in their textbook in good condition.
Attendance:  Attendance is mandatory, and all time lost must be made up at the discretion of the teacher.  Due to state regulations, a student missing more than two classes (excused or not excused) will be dropped from the class without refund and will not receive any credit for the class.  

Grades and Finals:  Grades will be granted only when all student requirements are met.  “Incomplete grades” are not allowed or carried over.  All work is to be done by the student, as scheduled by the teacher, or zeros will be given for “refusal to work”.  ½ credit will be granted for each subject passed.  The final is 25% of the grade AND students must pass the final to pass the course.  Transcripts will be emailed to the student, parent and their home school within 10 days after completion of the session.  

Curriculum:  HLA follows Texas Essential Knowledge & Skills (TEKS) and course requirements for a high school diploma. HLA does not offer Special Education or 504 Services.
Attire & Cell phones:  The attire of all students must be neat, clean and modest.  The judgment of the appropriateness of attire rests with the principal.  Blue jeans, shorts, t-shirts, and sandals are acceptable.  Cell phones, texting and paging devices must be turned off and kept out of sight during class time.  Any music (upon teacher approval or through modification needs) may be played with MP3 players or ipod device only. -Smart phones etc. are not allowed.  Open drink containers will be confiscated and no food may be delivered to students during class.
Substance-Free Campus & Behavior:  HLA will not tolerate substance abuse.  Possession of any substance or drug (prescription/non prescription/OTC drugs, alcohol, or tobacco) is cause for immediate expulsion without refund.  Disciplinary action will be taken immediately for a student’s disrespect, defiance, profanity, disruption, verbal or physical abuse, cheating, truancy, theft, malicious mischief, reckless driving in the parking lot, unauthorized departure, and other conduct or acts deemed unacceptable by HLA or law authorities.  No students may distribute or solicit items, pamphlets, events or services.

Internet Use:  Use of the internet will be closely monitored by the teacher to keep it within established HLA guidelines. Students visiting other sites will lose internet privileges which could result in being withdrawn from the course without a refund.
Parking Lot:  Students and vehicles in the immediate campus area, including visual site, are under HLA rules and regulations.  Safe driving in any parking lot is 5 MPH.  

Service Charges:  A $25 fee will be assessed for late registration, class, campus or subject changes, and NSF checks.  An NSF check will result in the student being placed on financial suspension and FINAL exams and grades will not be given or released until restitution is made.

Credit Card Refund Policy:  I understand that if my child withdraws from Houston Learning Academy, I will not receive a refund of my tuition, less the $100 registration fee per class, unless I have given the required notice prior to the class start date.    

Should my child withdraw prior to the class start date, I will receive a refund of any tuition paid in advance less the $100 registration fee per class.  Any resulting credit balance will be refunded to my credit card within thirty (30) days of the transaction which resulted in the credit balance.  No cash refunds will be given.
